SALTWATCH AT KYNETON SECONDARY COLLEG E. 

Saltwatch is an environmental monitoring program that helps communities better understand the 

salinity problem. Saltwatch began in 1987 and is now Australia's longest running community water 

monitoring program.  

During Saltwatch Week (the second week of May), schools and community groups from all over 

Victoria can learn about the effects of salinity on water quality in their local catchment by collecting 

local water sources and testing with a salinity meter to determine salt content.  

We were fortunate to have Leah Cripps from North Central Catchment Authority visit our school this 

week to collect data from students in Ms Coghlanôs Yr 11 Biology class. During the next two weeks 

data from all around the region will be collected through the local primary and secondary schools  and 

placed on the saltwatch web site. This enables government authorities to respond to the salinity 

problem areas where possible. Thanks to all the students and lab technicians for bringing in samples 

for our region extending from Taradale to Romsey and contributing to this worthwhile project.
